	Literacy:

       Metaphor - a figure of speech in which a word or phrase is applied to an object or action to which it is not literally applicable
Quick write, written or typed (student choice) – students will use this as a form of ideation
Written artist statement reflecting on and expressing ideas

	Preparation:

· Find example images
· Prepare /supply film, chemicals, and paper


	Safety:

	· Chemicals – wash off hands when finished in the darkroom, do not spill 
· Do not pour fixer down the sink

· Paper cutter (darkroom and classroom) – be aware of finger, sharp edges
· Be cautious in dark, state when entering and leaving darkroom




	Action to motivate/Inquiry Questions:  

Describe how you will begin the lesson to stimulate student’s interest. How will you pique their curiosity and make them interested and excited about the lesson? What inquiry questions will you pose? Be specific about what you will say and do to motivate students and get them thinking and ready to participate. Be aware of the varying range of learning styles/intelligences of your students. Some ideas might include: telling a story, posing a series of questions, role-playing, etc.

	Ideation/Inquiry: 

Ideation is the creative process of generating, developing, and communicating new ideas, where an idea is understood as a basic element of thought that can be visual, concrete or abstract.  List and describe inquiry questions and processes you will engage students in to help them develop ideas and plans for their artwork.

	Have students do a quick write about themselves given questions as prompt on PowerPoint
Have students use the T chart handout to brainstorm ideas of photographs to take based on what they want to express about themselves



	Procedures:  

Give a detailed account (in bulleted form) of how you will present the lesson logically and sequentially Be sure to include approximate time for each activity and instructional methodology: skills, lecture, inquiry, etc. Include motivation and ideation/inquiry where appropriate.


	Day 1
Wednesday

Jan 28
	Instruction - The teacher will... (Be specific about what concepts, information, understandings, etc. will be taught.) Identify instructional methodology.

· Welcome students to class and have them pull out a sheet of paper. Have some extra sheets of paper available for students who do not have any
· Begin PowerPoint and say, “This assignment is all about you.”
· Show quick write slide and have students write about themselves using the listed questions as a prompt to generate ideas on the paper they prepared. Allow students the option to type it on their computer instead of write
· Introduce assignment; “You are going to express yourself in a self-portrait in two different ways using something called a diptych.” 
· Explain a diptych. A drawing or painting in two parts. The format of the pictures may be landscape or portrait, but usually the same size. It is sometimes a continuous but divided image, or may be composed of separate, related images, often showed religious imagery in art history
· Show examples of diptych artwork from art history
· Show examples of diptych photography that shows 2 different points of view, telling a story with added details, and contrasting ideas

· Explain the assignment more in depth. “You will be describing yourself through your photography expressing an aspect about yourself using both your exterior self and metaphorical visual representations paired in a cohesive diptych.”
· Explain exterior image does not have to include face, just have to be present in some way in the photo. These are not like your average self-portrait. Please no selfies!
· Describe that you may need an “assistant” while taking photos. You will have to set up the camera how you want it then you can have someone release the shutter if your camera does not have a timer. Also might be beneficial to use a tripod or sturdy surface to align your photos 
· The second image will be paired with the image of yourself. This can be a metaphorical reference to what you are trying to express.

· Continue looking at the slide show, showing examples of unique and expressive self portraits 

· Then handout T charts to begin ideation. Have students read over their quick write to pick out aspects they want to try to express in their photography. Then have them brainstorm different ways they could show this idea in a photo. Recommend coming up with multiple ideas to try for each.
· Review photographing with film
· Have film camera available to demonstrate each setting

· (Assess previous knowledge with pre-assessment in form of questions)

· Explain and add notes on the white board to copy 

· Review loading film: pull up on rewind knob to open door, put film into slot on the left, pull across to the right and insert into slit in the spool, advance film, check it is wrapping around spool, take 2 pictures with door open then close and take 2 pictures with door shut, check to see that rewind knob is turning
· Review F-stop – settings on camera usually on first ring on numbers on lens, Depth of field (high #= high DOF, low #= low DOF, little amount of light needs bigger opening) 

· Review shutter speed – time shutter is open, 1/60 for portrait, higher SS needs tripod, 1/1000 for really fast action, less light needs more time
· Review metering – choose one function first then use meter to help determine the other

· Show images on PowerPoint and have students determine if shutter speed or f-stop was most important and support answers with reasoning

· Tell students to look at their cameras at home to be sure they remember how to use them and if not have them bring them in on Friday to get a one-on-one review
· Hand out a roll of film to each student
	Learning - Students will... i.e.: brainstorm to generate ideas; describe detail to develop observation skills, etc.  (Be specific about what will be the intended result of the instruction as it relates to learning.)
· Students will begin to brainstorm ideas about themselves and their identity in a written form
· Students will be aware of the use of diptychs in art history and how to can express ideas and relate imagery
· Students will see examples to understand diptychs in photography 
· Students will brainstorm to generate ideas of how to express aspects of themselves
· Students will recall previous knowledge from the prerequisite course and relearn the necessary functions and processes of capturing images on film.

	Day 2
Friday Jan 30
	· Welcome students

· Review rolling film – have all supplies (canister, rod, lid, c-ring, scissors, opener, reels (2), film) ready on table. Turn off light, open flat end of film, cut off tab, slide on to reel under “bunny teeth”, ratchet back and forth only moving right hand, cut off spool at the end, ratchet until end is not sticking out, put reel on rod, add partners reel with film, add c-ring, smoothly slide on lid
· Review developing film - give students the handout of sequence and times and review as class

· Review darkroom, briefly cover how to make a contact sheet, test strip and final print, remind them there are instructions at each enlarger with written steps of how to make both a contact sheet and final print
· Have students use the rest of class to finish their previous assignment.

	· Students will recall previous knowledge from the prerequisite course and review the specific processes of developing film and prints.

	Day 3
Monday Feb 2
	· Students will have their images captured on their film 
· Have students work in partners to roll their film in the left darkroom each using a reel and sharing a canister to save chemicals
· After students have their film rolled and it safe in the light safe canister, have them begin going through the process of developing their film

	· Students will arrive to class prepared with film and the knowledge of how to process film
· Students will work together in the dark room to get their film ready

· Students will use their notes/ handouts to follow the specific process of developing film

	Day 4

Tuesday

Feb 3 – Wednesday Feb 11
	Work day(s):
· Have students work on printing a contact sheet of their film
· Have students use test strips to find the proper exposure needed to make a quality print of both images they chose for their diptych

· Have students mat their images on the same piece of mat board using the proper dimensions. 2 in on each side, 2in in between the photos, and 2 ½ in on the bottom
	· Students will practice their studio skills in order to create two final printed photographs.

	Day 

Friday Feb 13
	· Have students be prepared with their finished work on their desks. 
· Explain to students that they are going to write an artist statement about their piece.

· Have students go back and read their quick write to reflect on their initial ideas and refer to their T chart of ideas as well to reflect on how they executed these ideas
· Have them include their reasoning of artistic decisions made in the process of creating their work and what they learned in this process 
· Have each student show their diptych piece to the class then read their artist statement.

· Lead the students in a brief discussion about how ideas are expressed in their classmate’s imagery and how the images relate.
	· Students will reflect on the creative process that occurred in the creation of their diptych pieces and further express their artistic decisions made to express an aspect of themselves.
· Students will interpret their peers’ artwork and discuss the artistic decisions used to express something about themselves through imagery.

	Student reflective/inquiry activity:

	Students will write an artist statement about their piece. Have them reflect on what they wrote during the quick write before doing the lesson, what they learned while photographing this assignment and how they expressed their ideas.
· Students will present to the class their final images matted together and share their artist statement with it and have class discussion:

· Did they get their message across through their imagery?
· How does the imagery express the idea?

· How are the images related?
